Counci | menber
Sanford requested a presentation on this item

St ephen Schaus, Cty Treasurer, addressed Counci
and stated originally the issuance was scheduled for
$20 mllion. He stated due to the relatively |ow
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interest rates and the currently estimted project
conpl etion schedule, the Finance/Audit Conmittee felt
it was prudent to increase this issuance to $30
mllion. He noted that in addition to the bond
proceeds there is also $12 nillion in retained
earnings in the 2000 Capital Inprovenent Fund that is
avai lable to spend on future projects. M. Schaus
stated that the city’s bond counsel advised him that
the Cty nust actually spend 85% of the total bond
proceeds within a three-year period and only those
projects that were expected to be conpleted should be

i ncl uded. He stated a commttee, which included d ay
Coldiron and nenbers of the Treasurer’s and finance
of fices, met to review the capital i nprovenents

projects and determne what projects could be
conpleted in the three-year spend down period for this
bond i ssue. He stated the projects that wll be
funded by this issuance include all the projects
listed in the current five-year 2000 Sal es Tax budget.

Counci | menber Lanb stated staff prepared a
proforma showing how the debt service was being
covered on the current issue as well as future issues
related to the revenue collected from sales taxes
which are better than expected. He stated the
Commttee took a hard and conservative look prior to
recomrendi ng the bond issue be increased. He noted
the Cty still has the capacity to issue an additiona
$20 mllion bond issue in the future if needed.

Mayor Naifeh noted the Commttee al so discussed a
$40 mllion bond issue but felt they should be
conservative and also did not feel that the Cty would
be able to conplete that many projects wthin the
t hree-year spend down peri od.

M. Schaus stated the City could issue an
additional $20 nmillion bond issue in 2008 if they
chose to.

Counci | menber Sanford stated in |ooking over the
list of projects that are in the current five-year
plan and would be funded through the $30 mllion bond
i ssue, there were not many projects scheduled for east
of |-35. She stated there are many projects that are
needed on the east side of the City.
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Clay Coldiron, Public Wrks D rector, addressed
Council and stated the spread sheet prepared by the
former Finance Director projects the ability of the
City to issue additional bond issues out of the sales
tax fund. He stated the sale tax has grown nore
rapidly than projected which will allow the Cty to
determ ne what additional projects they would like to
see conpl et ed. M. Coldiron stated the projects wll
be built as the funds are avail abl e.

Counci | mrenber Sanford asked that the additional
$10 mllion be used for projects east of 1-35 since it
was not budgeted for any of the schedul ed projects.

M. Coldiron stated the $10 nillion is still
avai l abl e as projects are determned in the future.

Counci |l menber MIller stated he also felt the
Council should seriously consider the infrastructure
needs east of 1-35 with the additional $10 nmllion.
He stated wth the infrastructure in place that
perhaps it would encourage developnent on the east
side of the City.

Mayor Naifeh stated when the sales tax was
approved by voters they were presented wth a
designated list of projects to be conpleted with the

revenue generated from the additional sales tax. She
stated she felt it was inmportant to work through the
original list prior to additional projects being
added.
