�EDMOND PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING





Tuesday, April 18, 2000	6:00 P.M.





The Edmond Planning Commission Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Andrews at 6:00 p.m., Tuesday, April 18, 2000, in the City Council Chambers at 20 South Littler.   Other members present were Leroy Cartwright, Bill Moyer and David Woods. Dyke Hoppe was absent.  Present for the City were Robert L. Schiermeyer, City Planner; Jim Gendill, City Engineer; and Steve Murdock, City Attorney.  The first item on the agenda was the approval of the April 4, 2000, Planning Commission Minutes.





Motion by Woods, seconded by Cartwright, to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried as follows:

Chairperson Andrews indicated that he would not be continuing to serve on the Planning Commission when his term expires in May and wished to thank the other Planning Commission members for their support.  He commented that in his term he had worked with Tom Thompson, Gordon Anderson, Suzy Thrash, Ed Gray and Monty Courtney and had enjoyed serving on the Planning Commission.  He thanked the City staff for their assistance.  He then turned the chairmanship of the meeting over to Vice Chairperson David Woods.





The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of Final Plat of Villas III at Coffee Creek, generally located one-fourth mile north of Covell, west of Boulevard.  (Derek Turner)





This project consists of 19 single family lots on 8.035 acres and is zoned as an “A” Single Family PUD.  The density is approximately 3 units per acre.  The lot sizes are generally  7,500 square feet or larger.  There are numerous greenbelts (5) located within this project; and the five lots fronting on Shortgrass Road will have a private shared driveway that will be maintained by the homeowners.  The front  building setback line is 15 feet on most lots.  There are several flag lots at the end of the cul-de-sacs which will have lesser setbacks.  This project is very consistent with what has already been approved and is consistent with the PUD.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of an Ordinance closing the portion of Jackson Street lying south of the south right-of-way line of First Street and extending south to the north right-of-way line of the east-west alley between First and Second Streets.  (First Christian Church of Edmond)





Architect David Payne represented First Christian Church in requesting that the portion of Jackson Street south of the south right-of-way of First Street and north of the north right-of-way line of the east-west alley between First and Second Streets be closed for public access.  The 60 foot wide street easement would be retained for utilities and could not be built over with buildings but could be enclosed as a yard and could be paved over for parking spaces.  First

Christian Church owns the land on the east and west sides of Jackson Street where the street is to be closed.  The east-west alley extends behind Fiesta Cleaners, the Spin Cycle Laundry and the convenience store south of the Arcadian Inn and existing homes on the north side of the alley.  The street area will remain as open space for the maintenance and operation for utilities.  





Mrs. Jo Ann Kelly with Fiesta Cleaners indicated they have operated their business in Edmond for 18 years and that they needed Jackson Street to stay open due to the congestion of traffic on Second and Jackson with UCO traffic and even the future uses, such as Target, which will keep Second a busy street.  She indicated that 65% of their customers use Jackson Street for either entering or exiting.  The church has used Fiesta Cleaners’ parking lot with permission from the owner for overflow parking.  She indicated the city would not approve a drive on Second Street.  Steve Kelly also spoke in opposition stating this would hurt Fiesta Cleaners’ business.  David Payne indicated he would get with Mrs. Kelly to discuss options for access to Fiesta Cleaners.





Motion by Cartwright, seconded by Moyer, to continue this request until May 2nd .  Motion carried as follows:

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for Commercial Site Plan approval to remove and rebuild a new restaurant at 1709 East Second.  (Taco Bell)





Mr. Ashby and Mr. Pat Colby represented Taco Bell indicating that they were ready to build a new style restaurant and would be removing the existing building.  The driveways will remain the same.  Mr. Ashby indicated Taco Bell would like to use the existing sign, but they were willing to install a new sign according to the current code.  The proposed building is a single story 29 foot 3 inch by 85 foot 9 inch building, 2,600 square feet.  The building will have a flat roof with parapet walls on all sides.  The exterior of the building will have a stucco finish which will be painted parchment color with peach used around the two entry doors.  The flashing at the top of the building walls will be painted shell white.  All of the windows and doors will have metal awnings painted deep red. 





The lot area is 27,500 square feet.  The ten percent required landscape area equals 2,750 square feet,  of which 1,375 square feet must be in the front.  A minimum of 220 plant units are required, of which 88 plant units are required to be evergreen.  The applicant is proposing to provide 7,115 square feet of landscape and lawn area, of which 2,670 square feet will be in the front.  The applicant is proposing to provide 369 plant units of landscaping, of which 211 plant units are evergreen.  Forty-five of the plant units consist of 5 existing pines that will be preserved.





Chairperson Woods asked Mr. Ashby if he was requesting approval of the site plan using the current sign code and elimination of the existing non-conforming sign.  He indicated he would be willing to comply with the current sign code.





Motion by Moyer, seconded by Andrews, to approve this request.  Motion carried as follows:

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request to close a utility easement at 2204 Heatherstone (Louis and Marian Ward).





Louis and Marian Ward are requesting to close a 10 foot utility easement in their backyard.  This property is located at 2204 Heatherstone, which is Lot 2 Block 11 of Timberdale Blocks 9-11. The homeowners are interested in building a swimming pool in their backyard.  Oklahoma Natural Gas and Oklahoma Gas & Electric have submitted letters of no objection.  The City of Edmond also has no objection.  Mrs. Ward was in attendance.

The next item on the agenda was a Consideration of the Preliminary Plat of Oak Brook 6th Addition located on the east side of Brookfield Street, north of West Edmond Road and east of Santa Fe.  (John Alexander)





John Alexander is requesting Preliminary Plat approval of the Oak Brook 6th Addition located east of Brookfield Street south of Oak Brook 1st and 4th Addition.  


The property to the south is developed as a car wash, to the southwest as the Oak Brook Shopping Center and also to the south a detention area and oil well/tank battery.  The detention area was installed by Mr. Alexander to serve all phases of Oak Brook.  The land east of this property is being platted as the Dooley Farms PUD.  The 4.047 acres where this plat has been submitted is zoned “D-O” Suburban Office, which allows single family as a use, permitted by right.  The addition consists of one cul-de-sac street, Emerald Brook Court, and there are 21 lots.  The lots are generally 50 by 120, 6000 square feet or larger.  





John Alexander indicated the detention pond was installed with Oak Brook 1st Addition meeting full city standards.  An easement was provided to the city for the detention but it was never recorded.  He indicated he was willing to provide the city an easement or deed at this time and if that helped allow for a new drainage solution for the Dooley Farms project, that would be good if the city wants that solution.  He wanted to advise the city that the pond was originally designed for all phases of Oak Brook including the commercial and that he planned no additional improvements to the detention area.  If the city wants to accept the area to work with the Dooley Farms project, that is acceptable to him.





Motion by Andrews, seconded by Moyer, to approve this request.  Motion carried as follows:
