�EDMOND PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING





Tuesday, June 6, 2000	6:00 P.M.





The Edmond Planning Commission Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Woods at 6:00 p.m., Tuesday, June 6, 2000, in the City Council Chambers at 20 South Littler.   Other members present were Leroy Cartwright, Bill Moyer, Dyke Hoppe, and Elizabeth Waner. Present for the City were Robert L. Schiermeyer, City Planner; Marcy Hunt, Assistant City Planner; Rush Clinkscales, Civil Engineer; and Steve Murdock, City Attorney.  The first item on the agenda was the approval of the May 16, 2000, Planning Commission Minutes.





Motion by Hoppe, seconded by Moyer, to approve the minutes as written.  Motion carried as follows:

The next item on the agenda was a Consideration of Deed Certification Pat Hallren/Jackie Smith on Wild Plum Court, Oak Tree Park 2nd Addition, Lot 6 Block 7, north of Coffee Creek Road, west of Kelly. 





Mr. Pat Hallren owns 1301 Copper Rock Drive and his neighbor Jackie Smith owns 1305 Copper Rock Drive in the Oak Tree Park 1st Addition.  Located immediately north of their property is a vacant lot in Oak Tree Park 2nd Addition on Wild Plum Court, Lot 6 Block 7.  Mr. Hallren wants to purchase the east one-half of the vacant lot and the Smiths would purchase the west half.  Lot 6 is approximately 14,800 square feet and is located immediately west of a Common Area B detention and utility easement.  Even though this proposed land division will leave approximately 7400 square foot of lot area to add to the Smith property and the Hallren property, the buyers have indicated they have no intentions of building a home on the property.


Lot 6 is heavily wooded and does have a slope to the east toward the detention area.  Both property owners would like to have the additional land so that homes are not built close to the back property line. There is enough space for a swimming pool to be added or other accessory use to the Smith and Hallren homes which face south on Copper Rock.  





Commissioner Waner stated that requiring the sidewalk construction now would result in a more consistent sidewalk system and would be part of a solution rather than creating a new problem where there would be a gap in the sidewalk. Commissioner Woods noted that sidewalks provide for the walk ability of the neighborhood. He felt that requiring the construction of the sidewalk at the time of deed approval would assure that the sidewalk would be built.  He explained that it is uncertain if it would be required for a sidewalk to be constructed unless there is a permit to be issued.  Commissioner Cartwright stated that it was unfair to require the construction of the sidewalk as a condition of deed approval, especially since there will be breaks in the sidewalks on the undeveloped lots.  





Mrs. Smith indicated her family had considered constructing a swimming pool on their half and Mr. Hallren indicated if a sidewalk was required with the pool, he would complete the other portion of the sidewalk at that time.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of Correction of Plat, Olde Towne VII Addition, Generally located west of Bryant, north of St. Mark’s Lutheran Church  (Matt Wilson, Vonda Wood)





Matt Wilson and Vonda Wood  are requesting approval of a plat correction to modify the sideyard setbacks as noted on the recorded plat of Olde Towne VII Addition.  Olde Towne VII Addition was approved by the City Council April 27, 1998.    The plat of record identifies notes applying to Blocks 16 and 17 for garden style construction to allow variances for 20 foot front setbacks, zero side setbacks on one side of the lot, with a 10 foot setback between the residential structures, and a 15 foot rear yard.  The property is zoned “A” Single Family, but the lots exceed the 6,000 minimum, so other than the setback variances, they comply with standard subdivision requirements.  These variances were approved as a part of the provisions of Section 21.28.020 of Title 21 and the Planning Commission did vote 5 to 0 on October 7, 1997 for this plat, where such variances are required to have two-thirds vote of the Commission..  





Matt Wilson is nearly finished with a house on Lot 16, Block 17, 1204 Woodway, and he wants to build a house to the east of that with a 5 foot setback rather than 10 between residential structures.  This is based on the grading of the lot.  The same circumstance  would occur across the street to the north, although building permits have not been issued on those lots at this time.  There are also two lots on Vandevort Place where Matt would like to establish a 5 foot setback between the homes rather than 10 feet since there is a utility easement on the other side of the lot.  


Vonda Wood has received a signed approval from the five residents of the garden style, zero lot line portion of Olde Towne VII (Blocks 16 and 17).  She has also received approval from the eight additional homeowners on Boomer Trail since they are part of the Olde Towne VII Addition.  The approval will allow for the correction of the plat to be filed of record modifying the condition stated in the notes on the recorded plat.  Matt Wilson was in attendance.





Motion by Moyer, seconded by Waner, to approve this request.  Motion carried as follows:
