The Edmond Planning Commission Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Woods at 6:00 p.m., Tuesday, June 20, 2000, in the City Council Chambers at 20 South Littler.   Other members present were Leroy Cartwright, Bill Moyer, Dyke Hoppe, and Elizabeth Waner. Present for the City were Robert L. Schiermeyer, City Planner; Marcy Hunt, Assistant City Planner; Rush Clinkscales, Civil Engineer; and Steve Murdock, City Attorney.  The first item on the agenda was the approval of the June 20, 2000, Planning Commission Minutes.

Items #3 and #5 were discussed together.  Commissioner Waner was not present during the discussion and voting for these two items.  

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of Ordinance Amending Edmond Plan III from Office Commercial and Retail Commercial Usage to General Commercial Planned Unit Development Usage generally located on the south side of Fifth Street, east of Littler and west of Boulevard.   (Mark Neighbors)

David W. Hornbeek, representing Mark Neighbors and the City of Edmond as it pertains to the Parkway Center Planned Unit Development, is requesting an amendment to Edmond Plan III to increase from Office and Retail Commercial to General Commercial Usage.  This rezoning covers 21 ½ lots in the South Park Addition and the E B Townsend Addition combined west of Café 501, south of Stephenson Park and east of Littler.  There is one single family home immediately south at 6th and Littler under a separate ownership.  City water and sanitary sewer are available along Fifth Street or adjacent to the property.  Since the proposed building is being constructed near or on the front or side property lines, it will have to meet a higher BOCA Code standard for fire protection of the exterior load bearing walls.  Fifth Street does connect from Broadway to Boulevard, but is not a heavily traveled street.  A majority of the land along the street is zoned commercial and Stephenson Park acts as a traffic generator for special events and activities.  The grid pattern of streets from Second to Ninth, Boulevard to Broadway offers a development opportunity for pedestrian activity with short blocks and the ability to use traffic calming techniques to retain the pedestrian character.

The land contains two single family homes and a 26 space city parking lot.  The property generally slopes to the east into a drainage channel between Parkway Cleaners and the project planned for this property.  The general vicinity does include large trees primarily along the creeks.  It is compatible to Edmond Plan III especially when presented as a Planned Unit Development restricting uses and is consistent with recommendations in the Downtown Master Plan Study. The Central Edmond Urban Development Board has approved the site plan including the front yard variance along Fifth Street.  On-street parking on Fifth Street will be similar to parking along Stephenson Park and on-street parking on Littler subject to the City trading the existing parking lot for land on the southeast corner of 5th and Littler for an open space park area and parking.


Jana Mooney appeared in objection.  She asked for additional fencing between her property and this project.  She indicated she was concerned about traffic congestion and lighting as well as the hours of operation.  David Hornbeek indicated that they have addressed those concerns in the site plan.

Items #4 and #6 were discussed together. Commissioner Waner was not present during the discussion and voting for these two items also.  

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of an Ordinance Rezoning from “D-2” Neighborhood Commercial District and “D-O” Suburban Office District to “E-1” General Commercial Planned Unit Development on the south side of Fifth Street, east of Littler and west of Boulevard.   (Mark Neighbors)   

and a Public Hearing and Consideration of an Ordinance Rezoning from “A” Single Family Dwelling District to “E-1” General Commercial Planned Unit Development on the south side of Fifth Street, approximately 75 east of Littler.  (Mark Neighbors)   

Architect David W. Hornbeek represented Mark Neighbors in requesting to rezone property on the south side of Fifth Street east of Littler to “E-1” General Commercial Planned Unit Development.  This rezoning request does include the parking lot owned by the City of Edmond on the south side of Fifth Street across from the American Legion Building.  The owner is proposing to trade land on the southeast corner of Fifth and Littler to the City for the 3½ lots developed as the 26 space parking lot, currently owned by the City.  The developer would improve the new City parking lot at 100% of his expense which also includes a park/open space area on the corner of Fifth and Littler.  The developer has also agreed to maintain the landscaped/open space area.  

The Parkway Center PUD does include the existing Parkway Cleaners Shoe Store and Clothing Store and extends east to the Café 501 which is under a separate ownership.  The PUD describes UCO as being a partner for the Jazz Lab, classrooms, offices and performance hall.  A second phase of the PUD would involve expansion of the Neighbors cleaners.  The overall property contains approximately two acres.  Variances requested as part of the PUD include 1) a three to five foot setback on Fifth Street, 2) a variance to allow on-street parking on Fifth and Littler, and 3) a variance to the 10% landscaping on site.  The first phase building would include 20,124 square feet and will be two story, steel framed with a brick veneer exterior on all four sides.  Second phase will include 13,000 additional square feet.  One hundred parking spaces will be provided, including on-site and angled parking on the street.  Due to the two story construction and occupancy, a fire sprinkler system will be required.  


This is a unique PUD which has incorporated recommendations suggested in the Downtown Master Plan Study for this Sub Area 7.  Some of the subject property is zoned office, some retail and some single family; however, all of this property is projected commercial along the north and sides of Fifth Street from Broadway to Boulevard as shown on Edmond Plan III.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of an extension of the Lake Commercial Planned Unit Development Master Plan and Design Statement located on the north side of East Second Street, east of Air Depot.  (Joe Javadzadeh)

Attorney Randel Shadid, representing Joe Javadzadeh,  is requesting an extension of the “L-5” Restricted Lake Commercial PUD known as Arcadia Lake Center located on the northeast corner of Air Depot and East Second Street.  Ordinance #2224 rezoned the property from “G-A” to “L-5” PUD  in October of 1995.  There are no changes to the provisions in the Design Statement for the PUD which includes only the corner property.  Mr. Javadzadeh does own an additional 8.48 acres of land south of Highland Arbors, west of Cooke Trail which is also zoned “L-5” Restricted Lake Commercial, but is not part of this PUD.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for a Special Use Permit for an Extended Care Facility to include Child Care Center and Cottage Development, Touchmark at Coffee Creek, located on the north side of Covell, east of Kelly.  (Touchmark Development and Construction Company)

Derek Turner is representing Touchmark at Coffee Creek in requesting a Special Use Permit for an Assisted Living Center with a combined Day Care Center and Cottage Development to be included as a part of the Coffee Creek PUD.  The cottage area is zoned “A” Single Family PUD and is standard single family density at 3.9 units per acre.  The Assisted Living Center is zoned “C-2” Multi-Family, as well as the Day Care Center.  The new Coffee Creek Post Office is located immediately west of this property and the land to the east of this tract is vacant and is zoned “C-3” Multi-Family.  There would be  264 units in the three story Assisted Living Center and 53 cottages.  The Day Care Center is proposed on the corner of Village Parkway and Shortgrass Drive, but is connected to the Assisted Living structure.  The Day Care would provide for approximately 165 children.  Phase One construction plans for a total of 168 units.  The 70 foot of right-of-way on Covell is being provided and a widening section on Covell will be needed with this project.  The Assisted Living Center does include an Alzheimer’s Care, Congregate Care and Assisted Living which is all included under the same special use permit.  The First Phase is planned including the Day Care Center in  the first year after approval.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of Site Plan Approval for Heritage Green Park, Pool and Recreation Building for the Heritage Green Addition at Coffee Creek Planned Unit Development.

Derek Turner, is requesting approval of the Homeowners Park originally planned for this portion of the Coffee Creek Planned Unit Development.  The subject property contains 2.26 acres or 98,417 square feet.  The site plan contains a parking lot for 26 vehicles, a tot lot, swimming pool, 2,026 square foot recreation building and a 48 feet by 60 feet sports court.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of Site Plan Approval for a Homeowner’s Park/ Pool/ Recreation Center, Prairie Village Planned Unit Development.

Derek Turner is requesting approval of a swimming pool, park, recreation building and sports courts to serve the Prairie Village Addition.  The parcel is 1.27 acres in size and is adjacent to City water lines, sanitary sewer and public streets.  Drainage detention is already in place as a part of the addition improvements.  The proposed building is 2,026 square feet and will include exercise equipment, a meeting room, restrooms, kitchen and swimming pool equipment.  Parking for 23 vehicles will be constructed.  Lot “N” was specially set aside in the Prairie Village Addition for this Homeowner’s Park.  Construction of the parking lot and sports court over the utility easement is acceptable as long as property owners understand the replacement of those improvements will have to be paid for by the homeowners if the utilities have to be accessed by removing a portion of the courts or paved parking.  The public utility easement is a right to access to maintain and operate a public utility improvement.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Special Use Permit for a portable storage container located in the 900 block of South Littler on the east side of Littler.  (The Catholic Parish of St. John the Baptist)

Attorney Richard C. Labarthe is representing the Catholic Parish of St. John the Baptist in requesting a Special Use Permit to allow a storage container to be placed at the church near the south end of their property south of 9th between Littler and Boulevard.  The church property is zoned “A” Single Family and previous Special Use Permits have been approved for the multi-purpose addition on Littler Street.  The conditions of the Special Use request are: 1) container – no stacking of additional containers, the container to be permanent storage; 2)Located on the paved parking lot, south end of property, 3) No signs on container, will be maintained with tan paint; 4) 8 Loblolly pine trees will be planted 3 trees on Boulevard and 5 trees to the south of containers, recommended 8 foot in height to meet standard plant unit. 


Dan O’Neil appeared in objection; he thought this was an undesirable precedent.

Commissioner Waner was out of the room during this discussion and vote.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for modification of the landscaping requirement for the Wal-Mart Supercenter located on the southeast corner of Danforth and Santa Fe.

Engineer Terry Haynes is requesting approval to amend the landscape plan for the Wal-Mart Supercenter.  The sizes and type of some of the trees described at the Planning Commission and City Council Public Hearings could not be obtained and Mr. Haynes would like to substitute 228 trees for the original species and sizes planned.  The landscaping plan has been reviewed and new notices have been mailed to property owners within 300 feet of this change in the original site plan.  The staff recommends approval.  The differences involve substituting the Oklahoma Redbuds for Trinity Pear trees and Lacebark Elms.  Other trees substituted include Capital Pears and Loblolly pines.  The number of plant units and sizes will not be reduced.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for Commercial Site Plan Approval for a Scootin Newton Convenience Store on the northeast corner of Midwest Boulevard and East Second Street, State Highway 66.  (Dr. Jeff Pearce)

Dr. Jeff Pearce was in attendance representing this request along with Engineer Lax Godhania.  The proposed building will be a 40 foot by 75 foot 4 inch, 3,013 square foot, single story structure with a 5 to 12 pitched roof of standing seam metal.  The exterior of the building will have board and batten  siding with a two foot tall wainscot on the front and side elevations.  The interior of the building will house the sales area, cooler, freezer, storeroom, office, mechanical room and restrooms.  The gas pump island will have space for six cars, three pump islands, and will be covered by a 24 foot by 80 foot canopy.  The canopy will have a 3 to 12 pitched roof of standing seam metal with a 3 foot fascia panel.  There will be 14 feet of clearance under the canopy.  The canopy is pitched as required in the “L-5” District.  The pitch is a little different than 3/12 suggested by the Code.  

The lot area is 45,510.31 square feet.  The thirty percent required landscape area equals 13,653 square feet.  A minimum of 1,092 plant units are required, of which 437 plant units are required to be evergreen.  The applicant is proposing to provide 18,792 square feet of landscape and lawn area.  The applicant is proposing to provide 1,095.5 plant units of landscaping, of which 437 plant units are  evergreen.  Existing trees that will be preserved will account for 599.5 plant units of the 1,095.5 plant units provided.  This property will comply with the fire code requirements with a new fire hydrant being added and a water line extension under Second Street and along Midwest Boulevard. The applicant is requesting that he use Arcadia Lake for detention and not have on-site detention.  A variance will have to be granted by the Stormwater Advisory Board in order to receive the waiver of detention. The Board does not meet until July 20th or August 17th.  

Randel Shadid appeared in opposition to this request and indicated it did not meet the standards established for Arcadia Lake commercial site plans, especially as identified in the Arcadia Center standards proposed at Air Depot and Second Streets.  Mr. Shadid felt that the pump island should be north of the building, the building should be all stone or brick and have a hip roof with composition shingles following Arcadia Center project.  Mr. Shadid indicated that this project was substantially less than the precedent that had already been set.  

Ronnie Williams of ENA also spoke in opposition and was concerned that the standards for this project were not appropriate for what has already been approved through the “L-5” PUD at Air Depot and Second Street.  

Elizabeth Waner indicated the project as designed had a lack of neighborhood character and needed to address compatibility with the lake area.  She was concerned about the drainage plans and how the plans would be affected if a variance was not approved through SWAB.  

Mr. Woods indicated the style of this building was substantially different than the Arcadia Center project.  He was concerned about the cedar exterior.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for Commercial Site Plan approval for a new restaurant located east of Edmond Trophy and approximately 160 feet west of Silver Star Imports on the north side of Southwest 15th.   (China Express)  

The China Express property owns a parcel of land west of Silver Star Imports and east of Edmond Trophy.  They are building their restaurant on the west half of the property on approximately 30,000 square feet of land.  The proposed building is 2400 square feet and would have a maximum seating of 45.  The eastern portion of the property would remain undeveloped at this time.  The driveway is centered to be shared with a future use to be located immediately west of Silver Star Imports.  The original submittal provided for a flat roof building with a mansard around three sides, but Architect Larry Pickering has modified the elevation to reflect a pitched roof building with brick veneer on three sides and siding on the back or north side of the building.  The pitched roof matches the character of the area.  The roof materials are standing seam material rust in color as shown on the attached renderings.

The back part of the roof is flat, but could only be observed from above the building.  The standing seam metal material will extend along the sides and back of the building to fully screen the mechanical equipment.  The standing seam material will be braced to the roof of the building.  The sign allowed by code is a 6 foot tall, 42 square foot monument type sign.  There are 32 parking spaces provided.  The lot area is 30,000 square feet.  The ten percent required landscape area equals 3,000 square feet.  A minimum of 240 plant units are required, of which 96 plant units are required to be evergreen.  The applicant is proposing to provide 6,494 square feet of landscape and lawn area.  The applicant is proposing to provide 268 plant units of landscaping, of which 115.5 plant units are  evergreen.

The next item on the agenda was a Public Hearing and Consideration of a Request for Commercial Site Plan approval for a Burger King Restaurant to be located on the north side of Danforth, 1/8th mile east of Santa Fe.  
Architect Socrates Lazardis represented this item.  This location contains 39,611 square feet or .90 acres.  The proposed building is 3,918 square feet and is approximately 22 feet in height.  The exterior wall is a light tan brick with a light tan standing seam metal roof.  The windows are framed with a light tan metal rather than the aluminum window trim.  A blue E.F.I.S. feature is added near the entry as a part of this new Burger King prototype.  

Light poles are proposed at 22 feet which will be consistent with the characteristic of the neighboring area and the pole height approved for American Bank.  Light poles will be the dark bronze metal matching the window trim.  The lot area is 39,612 square feet.  The ten percent required landscape area equals 3,961 square feet.  A minimum of 317 plant units is required, of which 127 plant units are required to be evergreen.  The applicant is proposing to provide 4,776 square feet of landscape and lawn area. The applicant is proposing to provide 317 plant units of which 182 plant units will be evergreen.

Elizabeth Waner commented that while there were not homes adjacent to the property for the sensitive border issues, the boundaries of this parcel needed to be improved with landscaping so that there is a connection of this property to the proposed shopping center planned around this location.  The suggestion was that all the trees in the driveway areas be moved onto the Burger King site and the suggestion to ERC will be that additional trees will be required around the boundaries of the pad locations to better meet the site plan objectives for the shopping center.  A PUD was discussed as a better way of developing this property since there did not appear to be a connection as a unit with individual sites being built one at a time.

The next item on the agenda was a Consideration of deed certification Burger King site north of Danforth east of Santa Fe.  (Bob Thorpe)
ERC Properties is planning to sell a 0.98 acre tract to Burger King just north of the Wal-Mart Supercenter on the north side of Danforth at the main traffic light entry.  There is a 25 acre “E-1” zoned commercial parcel on the northeast corner of Danforth and Santa Fe.  American Bank has purchased the immediate corner and there is an assisted living center on approximately one-half acre just south of Pebble Creek on the east side of Santa Fe.  The site plan has been prepared for Burger King and it does identify the extension of an off-site sanitary sewer line to the east to serve this property.  An easement will be provided from ERC to Burger King.  The driveways will also be shared access with ERC’s ownership.  A cross-access easement shall be provided between ERC and Burger King in order to document the sharing of drives.  City water is available along Danforth.  This property is not located within a floodplain.  In the new draft of Title 21 Subdivisions, this type of lot split or deed certification will not be permitted and a full subdivision platting process will need to be followed with a preliminary plat and a final plat.  The 0.98 acre parcel is in order for approval subject to the private cross access driveways and the public utility easement for sanitary sewer access to the east, all to be provided by ERC Properties.

The next item on the agenda was a Consideration of the Preliminary Plat of Creek Bend II located north of 15th Street west of Fox Lake.  (Bud Bartley)

Lax Godhania represented Bud Bartley in requesting Preliminary Plat approval of Creek Bend II located north of 15th Street, west of Fox Lake, approximately ¼ mile west of I-35.  This plat identifies the second access required into the Creek Bend Addition so that the only access is not through Fox Lake.  The Preliminary Plat includes 53 lots and Common Area A at the far northwest corner of the plat.  The Plat covers 33.05 acres and is zoned “A” Single Family.  The most significant part of this plat is that Kerry Lane will be improved as a full public street with 50 foot of right-of-way and 26 foot of paving.  The easement for the street was granted to the County and the road was improved to County standards.  There are at least four other property owners adjacent to the street.  Access to Creek Bend will be by way of Fox Hill Terrace, connecting the Fox Lake Addition and Kerry Lane connecting 15th Street.  There will be a total of 92 lots in all phases of the Creek Bend Additions.  

A new water line will be connected at 15th Street and extended through the addition connecting with water lines on Fox Hill Terrace in Fox Lake providing for a looped service.  Sanitary sewer will continue to serve all the lots.  Drainage/detention is provided for in the northwest corner of the property and there is room outside of the floodplain for homeowner improvements.  The engineer indicates this project is likely to develop in one phase; however, even in the event it does not, Kerry Lane will be installed to 15th Street in the first phase of any additional plats and it will connect to the existing Creek Bend Addition providing a second access to 15th Street.

Ted McClarey stated that as Creek Bend develops, it needs to be done in a manner that allows him roadway access and the ability to tie onto water and sewer should he develop his property in the future.  Mr. McClarey added that he did not want Kerry Layne extended across his property.  

Tim Arnold questioned what improvements would be done in the common area. He indicated that Bud Bartley had documented that a pool would be built for Creek Bend II in the common area and he wanted to make sure that the access and feasibility of building a swimming pool on the common area met all city codes.  He further noted past problems with soil erosion and construction traffic.  He asked what assurances could be made toward the residents that he developer will adhere to city standards. 


Tony Barado stated that the street design does not lend itself to everyday vehicular needs.  Mr. Barado also requested that the developer install street lights along Kerry Layne.  Further, Mr. Barado requested a neighborhood sign to clearly identify the location of Creek Bend.  

Joe VanLandingham spoke in opposition to the plat.  He commented that the access, as designed, will not relieve traffic in Fox Lake.  He felt the street pattern, the lack of a neighborhood sign, and the fact that the entrance into the neighborhood is 800 feet from the entry street to the addition will collectively make the access ineffective in fulfilling the commitment to Fox Lake for a second access point to relieve traffic. It was suggested that a connection to Coltrane be considered to give them more prominent access to the addition like exists at Fox Lake and most other additions in town.

Mr. Saxton spoke in opposition to the plat.  He stated that the street pattern designed by the engineer will not serve as a “real” access.  He stated that it will do little to relieve traffic in Fox Lake.  

Larry Woods stated that Creek Bend is entitled to identity and Fox Lake is entitled to traffic relief.  He requested that a good entrance be designed or consideration to closing the stub-out into Fox Lake be considered.

Approximately 15 people appeared in opposition to the plat.  Dan O’Neil stated that access to Coltrane is not as good as it can be.  He suggested to improve access to Kerry Layne, issue a performance bond, and complete the road before any new plats.  

Richard Engle stated that Kerry Layne is a the crown of a hill.  He felt it was difficult to see traffic in either direction and recommended a traffic light to reduce the hazard.  Rush Clinkscales, civil engineer for the city, stated that he sight distance is adequate for the posted speed.  He explained that there is 450 feet of visibility to the east when 400 feet is required.  

Commissioner Waner requested that those involved work together to resolve matters.  She described the “quad” entrance as strange, not lending itself to a comfortable movement of traffic.
