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Note: The “Proposed Protected Bike Lane” facility types is shown to illustrate priority corridors
for creating a grid of on-street bicycle facilities throughout the City. Implementation of these
facilities will likely require multi-phased projects. These planned facilities may be implemented
initially as multi-use paths or as di�erent types of on-street facilities prior to the ultimate
con�guration.  These corridors also contain sections of constrained Right-of-Way that may
require alternatives to the preferred facility type illustrated on the Edmond Bicycle Plan Network
map. This will be examined on a case by case basis during the roadway/bicycle facility
preliminary engineering process for the design of the corridor. The intent is to implement a
bicycle facility that is as close to the planned facility as feasible.
